Risk Assessment

The following is a Risk Assessment of the Ring Fort and above site. As with all such things it is subjective and so we recommend that you undertake your own assessment to judge the suitability and risks applicable to your own circumstances.

Arrival

Cars and mini buses can unload off road but coaches will need to unload on the road so supervision should be given to children crossing the road.

Water

There is a large pond but sides are sloping so if anyone fell in they could easily get out. Children will not be unsupervised anywhere near the pond and no activities are based on or very near the pond.

We have a well but this is actually a drum approximately 1 meter deep and fed via a drinking water tap. It is prominently located in the fort so should not be high risk.

Tripping

Children will run around and so must be mindful of trip hazards. They will be told not to run on the terraces, near the fire (see later) or near the tents. 
Fire

Cooking over an open fire is a potential danger. Children will not be allowed to be near the fire unsupervised. The fire will have bench seats around to prevent anyone running into it.

Food

The only food supplied is oat cakes and honey. This is low risk ingredients and local Health Inspectors informed us some years ago that this should not be a problem. Children will be required to wash their hands before and after preparing their oat cakes. A flushing toilet and other washing facilities are provided.
Weapons

Children will be encouraged to handle various weapons and armour. The swords are not sharp and children will not be allowed to handle them unsupervised.

Archery
Children will be required to follow all standard safety procedures and will be supervised at all times.

The arrows have blunt heads.
The site owners, Paul and Sharon Craddock, have had CRB checks performed. None of our volunteers are expected to be with unaccompanied children and discipline is the responsibility of the teachers.
